Description:   
Lewis & Clark Law School invites judges and professors from other countries to apply for Visiting International Scholar positions on our campus. These positions are suitable for international scholars who wish to research a specific legal issue during a sabbatical or other break, for periods of one week to one year (longer periods allowed upon request). 

Terms: 

Visiting International Scholars must hold a law degree in their home country. Scholars must have a specific area of legal scholarship and research in mind prior to visiting Lewis & Clark (e.g. environmental and natural resources law, international and comparative law, intellectual property law, etc.). 
The fee for visiting is $1,000 per semester.  Scholars from developing countries or who have financial constraints may request a partial or full waiver of the visitor fee.  Please note that the Law School does not have a guest house on or near campus for visitor use. 
Our International Scholars Office will assist in your immigration process.  Scholars will have access to the Law School library, as well as access to computers and Internet search engines (in our lab or library).  We are sometimes able to provide visitors with their own desktop computer when extra computers are available.  Visitors who wish to bring their own laptop with programs in their own language are welcome to do so (although it will be necessary to load the Lewis & Clark protection software), but we can only offer limited computer assistance for visitors who bring their own laptop computers.  The Law School will provide a space to work, but not always a separate and secure office.  
Scholars may attend Law School conferences and events at nominal or no cost and may attend our classes as an auditor at no additional charge with advance approval.  Scholars are also invited to give talks to students and faculty regarding their research and issues from their own country. 

During their stay, scholars are required to provide their own health insurance, with certain minimum coverage levels and valid in the United States.  Scholars may also purchase insurance through the college for a fee of approximately $500 per semester (inquire with the International Student Office about current amount).  We can advise you what type of insurance you need to have if you prefer to provide your own coverage. 

Scholars are required to prove financial responsibility for the duration of their trip for visa purposes. If you are selected as an international visiting scholar you will complete the form found at this link http://www.lclark.edu/live/files/1589 and provide proof in the form of a bank statement or a written statement from your home university guaranteeing financial support. 

Qualifications: 

Since we expect Visiting Scholars to contribute to the law school community and communicate with students and faculty, they must be fluent in spoken and written English.  We also have a preference for visitors with a strong interest and scholarly or teaching record in an area of law that aligns with our institutional specialties and strengths. 
Application Deadline: 
The application deadline for a visit of any length during each academic year (August through May) is the previous February 15. For visits during the summer session (late may through July), the deadline is the previous December 15.  This deadline may be waived in extraordinary circumstances. The actual time of your visit may depend on the availability of space on campus. If you are accepted, please allow at least three months before your visit for visa processing.
