Dear Admitted Law Student,

Welcome to the Law School – we look forward to meeting you! Computing Services would like to take this opportunity to make you aware of a few of our technology resources and some information about laptops. 

Your first step to getting connected at the Law School is to create your Lclark email account online. You are required to create your lclark email account even if you plan on having your email forwarded to another account. To set up your email address, you will need two of the following: SSN, L&C Id number, birth date. We recommend that every student have their own laptop computer.  Of course you can use the lab PC’s whenever they’re available but most students find that a laptop is an essential part of the resources needed here.  Fyi, we have plenty of Mac’s here and their numbers are growing, the mix is easily a 70/30 Mac to PC ratio. Regardless of which computer you bring, please make sure it is in good working order, (no viruses or spyware) and has the latest updates installed. We only support Windows XP, Vista and Windows 7 for PC’s. For Macs, please have the latest OS X, 10.5 installed.

To ensure that the Lewis & Clark network is protected from viruses, etc., we require Windows laptops to have either Symantec or McAfee anti-virus software installed and running the latest updates.  However, we prefer to provide students with a free copy of Symantec Antivirus, which is pre-configured for the Law School. We also require that your PC laptop has all current Windows Updates installed.  Please perform the sometimes lengthy Windows updates before you bring you laptop to your LC configuration appointment at the lab. 

For Mac laptops, you are also required to have us install the Symantec End Point client for Mac installed. We’ll do this during your computer set up appointment. 

During the summer, Chris Bray the Lab Manager and his student assistants will be taking ‘laptop setup’ appointments for students.  We encourage you to make an appointment during the summer to get your laptop ready for the Law School. Call the lab to setup an appointment at 503-768-6777 or the lab manager at 503-768-6905. Windows PC laptops take about an hour to install the necessary software, and about a half hour for the Mac. Please try to beat the rush this fall – get your laptop ready this summer!
