a. Discuss/Vote: President’s Appointments per bylaws § 2.11(c)
i. See Addendum I
ii. Some folks here today are here because Stacie has appointed them. Today, we vote to confirm or deny her choices.
iii. The GA moved to vote as a block. Seconded. We unanimously voted to keep all of Stacie’s appointments.
b. Budget Process – SBA bylaws § 5.02
i. $300 guaranteed funds for the year 
ii. Requests due on the 1st of each month – failure to submit on time = no funding
1. Exception: groups have 10 days after the start of a semester 
iii. First week of each month
1. IBC must meet for open hearings
iv. Second week of the month
1. IBC must meet for a closed-door session (for budget & travel fund requests)
v. Treasurer then distributes budget to student groups/student body 
vi. Recommendation: have one long meeting in the first week that is split into 2 parts (open and closed)
vii. Question: How far in advance may students and student groups request funds? Answer, per Britt Ryan: Please request funds as early as possible, and you may request funds as far in advance as you are able.
1. Please share as much data with Britt as you can about your club. The more attendance and event data the treasurer and budget committees have about clubs, the more likely you are to get the funding you need, when you need it.
2. How many other resources are out there for club funding? In general, the SBA is the only funding source, BUT, some student groups are affiliated with national or regional organizations that they can reach out to for funds. 
3. Britt requests that clubs contact her with lists of funding resources that they or others have successfully reached out to in the past. She and the budget committee will NOT use this information to make decisions about your club’s budget, but WILL use this information to make a list or database of funding sources, as a resource for clubs that need greater funds than SBA is able to provide. 
c. Travel Fund Procedure 
i. After the closed meeting, IBC must draft a hard copy findings and recommendations that is to be voted on at the following GA meeting 
d. OAAP – Office Hours on campus this year! 
i. A free service – every other Thursday, starting September 6
ii. Mental health services on the law campus! 
iii. Walk-in hours and appointments available 
iv. A very needed service that had been difficult for law students to access, because it had been hard to find on the undergrad campus, and students had to make appointments so far in advance that it wasn’t helpful to those in mental health crisis. 
e. SBA Involvement with Bar prep companies (Barbri, Kaplan, Themis, etc.)
i. Concern about potential conflicts of interest, since several SBA members are also Bar prep company reps. 
ii. Possible way to address this: a disclaimer and disclosure letter emailed to the student body regarding these possible conflicts of interest
iii. During the first two months of school, L&C has a contract with Barbri that means only Barbri has access to 1Ls
f. SALDF → Lewis & Clark Law School Animal Legal Defense Fund 
g. Photos for SBA Officer Webpage (Maia)
i. Deadline? Maia will email all with a request for your preferred headshot for the SBA website’s Officers page. The email will include a deadline. If you don’t send Maia a headshot by that date, she will use your student ID photo. After the deadline, Maia will email you to let you know that she is using your student ID photo (happy to switch to a different photo at any time, just email her with the photo you want her to use). 
h. Headshots (Sara)
i. Found someone available for $2,000 to do Mon-Thurs hours on campus 
ii. Question: Can we do an outdoor option? 
1. Sara to look into this 
i. 1L Pod Representatives 
i. One or two per pod? Only two pods this year, plus the evening student pod. 
ii. In the bylaws, the funds are allocated by pod, not by representative.
iii. We vote to have two representatives per pod.
iv. What about evening pod, which has only 16 students? We say we’ll offer two pod representative spots for evening pod, so we treat them equally, but both rep spots do not have to be filled

ii. To include representatives, first events, and disclaimer re co-sponsoring events
