a. Board of Trustees Meeting – No Update 
b. DA Debate –New district attorney for Multnomah County it is here on campus. There are two candidates running. On March 12th 5:30-8pm. The debate itself is from 6-7:30pm. You must register by March 6th
c. Student Health Advisory Board (Ana) – This is an ongoing issue. Looking for input. Premiums higher and deductibles lower is usually what people vote for. Please reach out to Ana Ching if you have any questions on numbers. 
d. L&C at BHLC (Brittany) – Bybee Lakes Hope Center – Trying to turn our empty prison into a transition place for homeless people. Goal is to transition homeless into homes and give them a safe place to heal. Resources will be available for mental health issues, substance abuse issues and help for veterans, domestic violence concerns, etc. Helping Hands will be the agency running this and they have great ratings (88% of people getting housing after this transition period). OHSU is starting a program with medical students to provide medical care. Lewis and Clark is looking into how to help and provide legal services to individuals.  We have the full green light from Helping Hands and they are offering us space in the facility. We also have Aliza B. Kaplan on board! We are looking for community support and fundraising ideas. We don’t have funding and we know that SBA and the school can’t pay the estimated $200k per year that is needed to properly fund such a program.
