Balancing of the books. Roughly $25k in accounts in part thanks to Spencer who brought in much more revenue than expected! Due to recent events, we are not ahead as we had hoped. 
Due to many donations from law school relief funds we have approximately $20k in our account and Cole has requested that these funds be rolled over to next year. He has not heard back from Dean Davis or Dean Johnson.  

Questions: if we are approved to roll over funds is anyone against this? If the funds are rolled into the law school relief fund, is anyone against this? 

What about funds towards student organizations that had to move their Spring events to Fall? 
Could we spend this money on gift cards? It is hard to plan Fall events now but could we put them on gifts cards and have Dean Davis hold onto the gift cards to be used in Fall? 
Can we vamp up the SBA room to make the room more comfortable and a better use of space for Student Organization Groups to use? 

General consensus we would want a strong say in what we could use the funds for. Potentially have some set aside for the lounge. 

Passed – allocation of funds for lounge. Rest goes to relief fund as needed. Cole will make a plan for this with administration. Amanda will tackle what it will take to vamp up the SBA room and get volunteers to do so and it is to be renamed Student Organization Room and to be open to all students.
